Reporting on the implementation of WHO

. Parties to submit

e Parties report initially 2 years after entry into the

WHO FCTC, and then every subsequent 3 years
as follows:

— Group 1 questions within 2 years of entry into force

— Group 2 questions within 5 years of entry into force

— Group 3 questions within 8 years of entry into force

Report existing sources of prevalence data
Problem: Gaps for recent and/or representative
data, data not comparable

— Age

— Definition of smoker: cigarette/tobacco, current/daily

— Representativeness (urban/rural)

— Survey year
